
Getting to the ExCeL London
Plan your journey using Transport for London’s journey planner at 

https://tfl.gov.uk/plan-a-journey.

PUBLIC TRANSPORT: The Elizabeth Line is the quickest route to ExCeL. Please 

alight at Custom House for the west entrance, see map below. Please note: There 

is no DLR service to ExCeL on Saturday 21 June. Alternatively, take the scenic 

route to ExCeL London by river or cable car and turn your trip to the venue into a tour 

of London.

DRIVING: If you’re using satellite navigation, please enter the postcode E16 1FR for 

the entrance to the car park or what3words ///cheer.events.began. Access to the car 

park is only via the A13. Please be aware that there is no access to the venue car park 

from Western Gateway or Seagull Lane. The only way to guarantee a parking space 

is to prebook at https://excellondon.aeroparker.com.

ACCESSIBLE PARKING: Blue Badge Holders: There are 80 bays suitable for 

accessible drivers on-site across the car park. These are wide bays with minimum 

dimensions of 5.9m by 3.6m. Access to the building from these bays is along 

walkways with a gradient of no more than 1:15 and via flat entrance lifts with automatic 

doors. Blue badge holders can park for £25 per day. There is an £80 fine for any 

vehicle parked in the designated space not displaying a valid blue badge. For more 

information on Accessibility at ExCeL, go online at https://www.excel.london/visitor/

venue-guide/accessibility.

PRIVATE COACH PARKING: On-site coach parking is available at ExCeL 

for free. If you’re using satellite navigation, please enter the postcode E16 1FR for 

the entrance to the coach park or what3words ///cheer.events.began. The Traffic 

Marshals will direct coaches from Sandstone Lane to the drop-off / pick-up area 

situated in the South Events Hall inside ExCeL London, and then onward to park 

on the premises. Please note that coach parking is available for only preregistered 

groups travelling by coach. Please pay close attention to the Traffic Marshals on 

duty on the day of the tour.
