Choose friends who will help you obey God and not compromise. 

Pick Friends Who Will Face the Fire With You 
(Daniel 3:16-30)
The right friends will help you stand for Jesus in the face of persecution.

Point to God by Sharing His Love 
(John 3:16; John 10:10; Romans 3:23; Romans 6:23)
God loves us, but our sin separates us from a relationship with Him.  

Point to God by Telling Others About Jesus 
(Romans 5:8; John 14:6; 1 Corinthians 15:3-4; Romans 10:9; John 1:12)

Point to God by Putting Your Faith Into Action 
(John 13:3-17; 1 Timothy 4:12)
